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Kutno is situated in the very centre of Poland,
in the borderland of geographical and histori-
cal regions (of Mazovia, Kujawy, the Leczyca

district and Great Poland); and located at an

intersection of important road and rail routes

of international significance Berlin — Moscow
and Gdansk — Vienna. The Old Town occupies

the central position in Kutno, with recently re-
novated Krolewska Street and Marshal Jozef
Pilsudski Square. Among numerous historic

sights one cannot definitely miss out the Evan-
gelical-Augsburg Church, Saski (Saxony) Pa-
lace funded by King August III and Saint Sta-
nislaus Church. All visitors shall be provided

with an excellent offer of a wide range of ho-
tels and restaurants, where nice atmosphere

and friendly staff are just an addition to exqu-
isite menu. We hope that a visit to Kutno will

give an unforgettable experience to any guest
coming to our town. So welcome to Kutno, stay
here and enjoy sightseeing.

The Regional Museum — a 19th century,
classicistic town hall where one can see ar-
tefacts and documents presenting the tow-
n’s history. Founded in 1981 as a multi-de-
partment institution, in its research it covers
both Kutno and the Kutno region (within the
boundaries of Kutno county), evidencing the
past and presence in such areas as archaeolo-
gy, history, art, ethnography, nature and mi-
litary science.

The Museum of the Battle on the Bzura
River — opened in 1969. A classicistic mauso-
leum in a rotunda shape was erected as a tomb
chapel 1840 for the then Kutno owners Walen-
tyna and Feliks Mniewski. The Chapel is loca-
ted on the edge of an English style park. The
mausoleum constitutes a part of the palace
layout, also including a nearby late-Baroque
palace. The museum exhibition presents the

course of dramatic battles fought on the Bzu-
ra river by Polish troops under the command
of Major General Tadeusz Kutrzeba. All gathe-
red objects, photographs, parts of armour and
uniforms are the evidence of the greatest bat-
tle of the September Campaign.

St. Lawrence Church — erected at the end
of the 19th century in neo-Gothic style. This
impressive building stands in the centre of the
town and consists of three naves. An intere-
sting altar is devoted to the church patron. In-
side the church, there are commemorative pla-
ques with the names of priests who used to se-
rve here in previous years and who put a lot
of effort into their work for the benefit of the
parish. The church was erected on the site of
a former old one and its interior contains parts
of the previous decorations.

The Gieralty Palace complex — situated
in Wiosna Lud6w Park (the Springtime of Na-
tions), the seat of the previous town owners,
erected in the years 1775-1791 in a Rococo-

-style. The palace hosted Napoleon Bonapar-
te (twice), the Prussian King Frederic Augu-
stus and Henryk Sienkiewicz (a novelist) and
Charles de Gaulle, who stayed here in 1920 as
a young captain who had come to Poland on
a diplomatic mission.

The Museum of Stylish Interiors in Opo-
row — an extremely interesting place for all vi-
sitors. The main attraction of Opordw is a late-

-Gothic castle situated on a manmade island,
surrounded by a deep moat. The castle, loca-
ted in a landscape park dating from the turn
of the 19th and 20th centuries belongs to the
best preserved knight residences in Poland.
The prevailing part of the décor dates back
from the Baroque period. It houses rich collec-
tions of paintings, military and china.

Jerzy Dunin-Borkowski Museum in
Kros$niewice is located in the interiors of
a former classicistic inn with a unique collec-
tion compiled by J. Duniun-Borkowski. The
museum collection includes the Polish pain-
tings of the 17th — 20th Centuries, militaries,
handicraft articles, as well as mementoes left
after famous Poles such as Prince J. Ponia-
towski, General Wladystaw Sikorski, Adam
Mickiewicz and many others.

The Kutno House of Culture (Community
Centre) — for those who value the beauty of flo-
wers, each year at the beginning of September
we organize the Rose Festival which has a long
lasting tradition. During this festival in the in-
teriors of the Kutno House of Culture, the gro-
wers of flowers and decorative plants exhibit
the most interesting specimens in sophistica-
ted artistic arrangements,. The exhibition is
accompanied by a content for the most beauti-
ful rose as well as by numerous outdoor events.

Little League EMEA Regional Center

in Kutno is the biggest youth training facili-
ty for baseball and softball in Europe, Middle

East and Africa. It serves thousands of players

from 55 countries and hosts international to-
urnaments every year. Every summer, the Lit-
tle League Center in Kutno becomes the site of
exciting competition among teams from Euro-
pe, Middle East, and Africa in eight age divi-
sions of baseball and softball.

The Center is a 17-hectare sports complex

consisting of two baseball stadiums with li-
ghts that can facilitate up to 4.000 spectators,
three baseball practice fields, one softball field,
dormitories for 14 teams, and the Little Le-
ague administration office. The facilities are

available for use by young athletes from Po-
land and other countries for training, clinics,
games, and tournaments.
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
